Our mission is to improve the health of populations through the preparation of entry-level Registered Dietitian Nutritionists through evidence-based clinical, food management, policy, and public health nutrition experiences for South Carolina and beyond
Program Goals and Outcome Measures
Goal 1: To prepare graduates with the knowledge and skills to be competent entry-level dietitians in a timely manner

Objectives:

1. At least 80% of program interns complete program/degree requirements within 15  months (150% of the program length) 

2. 90% of program graduates take the CDR credentialing exam for dietitian nutritionists within 12 months of program completion

3. The program’s one-year pass rate (graduates who pass the registration exam within one year of first attempt) on the CDR credentialing exam for dietitian nutritionists is at least 80%.

4. Of graduates who seek employment, 80% are employed in nutrition and dietetics or related fields within 12 months of graduation

5. This program will earn an average of a “4” (1-5 point Likert scale) in annual preceptor evaluations pertaining to program direction.

6. This program will earn an average of a “4” (1-5 point Likert scale) in annual intern evaluations pertaining to program direction.

7. This program will earn a “4” (1-5 point Likert scale) in returned 1-year post graduation surveys from intern graduates

8. This program will earn a “4” (1-5 point Likert scale) in returned 1-year post graduation surveys from employers of intern graduates 

Goal 2: To strengthen leadership and public advocacy for the dietetic profession, particularly in South Carolina.

Objectives:

1. 25% of graduates will practice in South Carolina within one year of graduation.

2. Of intern graduates who practice in SC, 75% will actively participate in their local dietetic association (or other nutrition-related professional board) and 25% will seek a leadership role within their local or state dietetic association (or other nutrition-related professional board) within 2 years of graduation.
3. 100% of interns will submit a capstone research project (abstract and poster) by graduation, of which 50% will be accepted for presentation at a SC Academy of Nutrition and Dietetics annual spring meeting or other peer-reviewed meeting venue.
